Dear Ms Basso, 
 
Thank you for your continued participation in the Lower DesPlaines Watershed Group (LDWG).  Twelve 
agencies such as yours are founding members of the LDWG that formed to jointly address water quality 
issues in the Lower DesPlaines River Watershed. Activities coordinated by the LDWG include embarking 
on the first round of watershed wide water quality and biological assessment of the Lower DesPlaines 
River and its tributaries starting in 2018 which will help to provide a base line and trend information to 
better inform local decision making, education and outreach activities related to stormwater and 
watershed management. The LDWG supported the Will County Winter Deicing Workshop for Public 
Roads and Parking Lots and Sidewalks in 2017 and has two more planned for fall of 2018. We will also 
embark upon a new seasonal education and outreach campaign this year, hold two technical workshops 
and host two Bio-Blitz sites in September.  All of these activities help communities meet their 
wastewater and stormwater NPDES & MS4 permit requirements. 
 
The LDWG membership dues for your agency for the period from March 1, 2018 through February 28, 
2019 are $24,498.19.  Your dues are leveraged by dues contributed by all of the other LDWG members 
to help us achieve more together than any of us can do on our own.  The attached table outlines the 
breakdown of dues, acreage and treatment plant discharges.  Checks should be made payable to the 
Lower DesPlaines Watershed Group by June 1, 2018, a copy of our W-9 is included.  Your continued 
participation is crucial to achieving the LDWG's objective of meeting the goals of the Clean Water Act in 
the most cost effective way.
