THIS AGREEMENT ("Agreement™) made and entered into by and between the CITY OF
CREST MILL, Will County, Ilinois (hereinafler refeered o as "Crest 1Ti1"), and the VILI.AGE
OF ROMEQVILLE, Will County, lllinois {hereinafier referred 10 as "Romeoville™).

WITNFSSETH

WHEREAS, Crest {1ill and Romeoville are municipal comporations duly organized and
exising under the laws of the State of linots; and

WHEREAS, Article VII. Section 10 of the Dinois Constitution of 1970 and 5 ILCS 220/1
el seq. authonize units of local government to contract or uthenwise associate among themselves o
obtain or shure services, fo exercise, combine or transfer any power or function, in any manner not
prohibited by law, to use their credit, 1evenues and other resarves (o pay costs and {0 service debt
related to intergovenumental activities; and

WHERLEAS, Crest Hill is party to ceriain ithigation presently peading in the Crrcuit Coun
for the 12* Judicial Ciresit Court, Wil; County, Winois, Renwick Road Iivestinents, LLC, an
litinois Limiwd Liability Company v. City of Crest Hill, an MNinois municipal corposation, Case
Nao. 2017 MR 03226 (the “Lawsuit™); and

WIHEREAS, Crest Hill as defendant in the Lawsuit and Renwick Road Investments, LLC,
an Jllinvis Limited Liability Company ("RII™) a5 plaintift in the Lawsuit have represented to
Romcoville that they have negotiated 1erms of » proposed seitlement of the Lawsuit; and

WHEREAS, Cresi Hill and RRI have funher represented (o Rumneoville that the proposed

semlement terms contemplate the disconnection of certain propenics from the corporate limits of
